Wildlife Recreation Facilities Grant Program

Objective:

The Wildlife Recreation Facilities Grant Program is to ignite interest in the natural, cultural, scenic beauty, fish, wildlife and other natural resources of Arkansas and to promote economic development in a healthy and environmentally sound manner.

What’s Available:

· Up to $100,000 in grant money toward a single project. 
· Five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) is available per fiscal year
Application Period:

One cycle per fiscal year.  

Eligibility Requirement:
Incorporated cities and towns and unincorporated communities in RURAL areas of less than 20,000 in population (verifiable by current U.S. Census Information) are eligible to apply for assistance through the Wildlife Recreation Facilities Grant Program.

Eligible Projects:

Projects include but are not limited to the construction or renovation of the following facilities: 

· Community fishing ponds

· Firing ranges

· Fishing access piers

· Archery ranges

· Fish Cleaning Stations

· Canoe or boat launches

· Observation platforms and blinds

Cost eligible for grant funding include, but are not limited to:

· Materials for construction

· Labor directly related to the construction of the proposed project

· Interpretive or directional signage directly related to the proposed project

· Design fees

· Parking, sidewalks, and other access construction directly related to the proposed project
